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BUS ROUTES  
 
Dunford House is located on a number bus 
routes to and from the city centre. The nearest 
bus stops are on Buccleuch Street and are for 
numbers 41, 42 and 67.

WALKING 
 
Dunford House is within 15 minutes walk 
from Princess Street and Waverley Station. 
 
LOCATION  
 
Dunford House is situated on the east side of 
The Meadows just off Buccleuch Street and 
directly overlooking a major play park and 
tennis courts.  
It lies at the corner of Boroughloch Lane with 
The Meadows itself and has blue ground floor 
shutters/front door with a Dunford House 
name plate on the wall. Entry is by a door 
intercom system.

ACCESS  
 
Dunford House comprises of a ground and 
upper floor. The training room is located on 
the ground floor and is fully disabled 
accessible. Male and female/disabled toilets 
are also located on the ground floor adjacent 
to the training room. The Library and Small 
Office are situated on the upper floor 
alongside a small kitchen and the office space 
for the LAYC’s staff team.  
 
PARKING 
 
Metered street parking is available in the 
surrounding area and people with Blue 
Badges can park directly outside the building 
on the double yellow lines on Boroughloch 
Lane. A private and patrolled car park is 
located to the rear of Dunford House which 
requires authorised parking passes to be used.  
LAYC has a small number of passes for staff 
and therefore may only be able to offer access 
on a limited basis, if at all. Please check with 
staff in advance of any booking. 
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
